Alaska Natives or Alaskan Natives are indigenous peoples of Alaska, and include: Iupiaq & St. Lawrence Island Yup’ik, Athabascan, Yup’ik & Cup’ik, Unangax̂ and Alutiiq, and Eyak, Haida, Tsimshian, and Tlingit.
The state boasts the lowest population density in the nation – 1.2 persons per square mile.  If Manhattan had the same population density as Alaska, only 28 people would inhabit the island.
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Alaska's state flag was designed by a 13-year-old boy named Benny Benson 
who participated in a contest for young 
children to design Alaska's flag in the late 
1920s.
Land
In area, Alaska is greater than California, Texas and Montana combined.  When a scale map of Alaska is superimposed on a map of the 48 lower states, Alaska extends from coast to coast.
Alaska is one of two U.S. states not bordered by another state; Hawaii the other.
Alaska has 6,640 miles of coastline and, including islands, has 33,904 miles of shoreline.  Alaska has more coastline than the other 49 states combined.
Alaska has 80 percent of all active volcanoes in the United States and since the 1700’s; some 50 volcanoes have erupted and are active.
Of the 20 highest peaks in the United States, 17 are in Alaska. Denali, the highest peak in North America, is 20,320 ft. above sea level. Denali means "The Great One."
